Tops can’t be cut, tied or rolled up

and no portion of belly can be

exposed.

Shirts & outerwear must be within the 5
approved color wheel of black, navy blue,

grey, white or lime green.  
Tops must be plain and free of logos
unless the logo can be covered by 3

stacked fingers
